The 
Specia l  Co l l ec t ions  Divis ion  has he ld  a s u b s t a n t i a l  manuscripts  c o l l e c t i o n  
and a c o l l e c t i o n  of  UBC a r c h i v a l  ma te r i a l s  f o r  some years .  The expansion 

I of s t a f f  should a l low f o r  g r e a t e r  a c t i v i t y  i n  appra is ing ,  t r a n s f e r r i n g  
I and inventorying of  both t h e  o f f i c i a l  records  of  t h e  Univers i ty  and 

h i s t o r i c a l  manuscripts  ma te r i a l .  Notable accessions:  Manuscript 
Division: Amalgamated T r a n s i t  Union, Vancouver and New Westminster, 
records ;  Rev. George Forbes, O.M.I. ,  papers.  Un ive r s i t y  Archives: Rose, 
William John papers,  1893-1968; Senate meetings of t h e  u n i v e r s i t y  of  
B r i t i s h  Columbia a r e  now being  recorded on tape.  These a r e  being depo- 
s i t e d  i n  t h e  Archives. 

MANITOBA 

PROVINCIAL ARCHIVES: Manitoba's  cen t enn ia l  ce l eb ra t ions  made 1970 
t h e  b u s i e s t  and most d ive r se ly  even t fu l  twelve months t h e  P rov inc i a l  
Archives has ever experienced. Even i n  r e spec t  t o  governmental organiza-  
t i o n  t h e r e  was much ac t ion ,  f o r  t h e  year began wi th  t h e  P rov inc i a l  Library  
and Archives a r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  of  t h e  Minis te r  of  Youth and Education; i n  
March, they were t r a n s f e r r e d  t o  t h e  Minis te r  of  Cu l tu ra l  A f f a i r s ;  while 
i n  November, t he  Department of Cu l tu ra l  A f f a i r s  was incorpora ted  i n t o  t he  
Department of  Tourism, Recreation and c u l t u r a l  Af fa i r s .  

Because of t h e  Centennial  r e f e r ence  demands on t h e  Archives by cor- 
respondence, telephone c a l l  and personal  v i s i t  reached an  unequalled 
volume, p a r t i c u l a r l y  i n  r e spec t  t o  t h e  photograph c o l l e c t i o n ,  use of  
which increased  by over 40"/,. Also t h e  Archives s t a f f  became involved i n  
many of  t h e  conferences he ld  i n  Winnipeg during t h e  year ,  p a r t i c u l a r l y  
t h e  Annual Meetings of  t h e  canadian H i s t o r i c a l  Associat ion,  t h e  second 
North American Fur Trade Conference, and t h e  Canadian Conference on 
H i s t o r i c a l  Resources. I n  add i t i on ,  t he  Royal Tour, t h e  Conference of  
Provinc ia l  Premiers, t h e  Centennial  Photograph Contest ,  The Farm of t h e  
Century Contest  and r e sea rch  undertaken f o r  t he  H i s t o r i c  S i t e s  Advisory 
Board provided unusual and ext raordinary  work, t h e  l i k e  of which w i l l  
probably not  occur u n t i l  2070. 

A po r t ab l e  d i sp l ay  of h i s t o r i c a l  i l l u s t r a t i o n s  was loaned t o  twenty 
schools and church organiza t ions .  

Nevertheless,  t h e  f i nd ing  a i d  t o  a manuscript c o l l e c t i o n  of  major 
s ign i f i cance ,  t h e  papers of  Premier Thomas Greenway (1888-1900) was com- 
p l e t e d  by Miss E. A .  Bl ight ,  Ass i s t an t  Archiv is t ,  be fo re  t he  year ended. 

Major access ions  included t h e  papers of Marc Amable Girard,  t h e  f i r s t  
premier of  Manitoba wi th in  any meaningful i n t e r p r e t a t i o n  of r e spons ib l e  
government and t h e  only  franco-canadian premier i n  t he  p rov ince ' s  h i s to ry :  
and t h e  opening of t h e  long-sealed papers of  S i r  John C h r i s t i a n  Schul tz ,  
which f o r t u n a t e l y  proved t o  conta in  ma te r i a l s  of  cons iderable  value.  



Thanks t o  t h e  gene ros i ty  of M r .  E r i c  Wells of  Winnipeg, t h e  Archives 
was permitted t o  microfilm a d i a r y  kept  by Louis R ie l  from March t o  May, 
1885, which apparent ly  disappeared i n  t h e  summer of 1885 u n t i l  it was 
mysteriously rediscovered i n  Apr i l ,  1970. Also t h e  Rev. Fr. Leo Couture, 
r e c t o r  of S t .  Norbert, k indly  permi t ted  t h e  Archives t o  microfi lm the  
o r i g i n a l  journal  kept  by the  Rev. N. J. Ritchot  during t h e  nego t i a t i ons  
a t  Ottawa i n  1870 f o r  Manitoba's e n t r y  i n t o  Confederation. For a number 
of  years ,  t h e  o r i g i n a l  journal  was be l ieved t o  have been destroyed when 
t h e  S t .  Norbert r e c t o r y  burnt  some years  ago. For tunate ly  t h i s  rumour 
proved t o  be untrue.  

The Centennial  Year concluded on an encouraging note f o r  t he  f u t u r e  
of t h e  Provinc ia l  Archives i n  Manitoba's second century.  The P rov inc i a l  
Government purchased t h e  Winnipeg Civic  Auditorium and announced i t s  
i n t e n t i o n  t o  remodel t h e  s t r u c t u r e  a s  t h e  P rov inc i a l  Library  and Archives 
Building. pending t h e  completion of  t h i s  conversion, t he  Archives w i l l  
remain i n  t h e  L e g i s l a t i v e  Building,  where they  have always been loca ted .  

ARCHIVES OF THE ECCLESIASTICAL PROVINCE OF RUPERT'S LAND: Since 
1959 t h e  Archives of t h e  E c c l e s i a s t i c a l  Province of ~ u p e r t ' s  Land have 
been depos i ted  i n  t h e  P rov inc i a l  Library  and Archives of Manitoba. The 
c o l l e c t i o n  inc ludes  a smal l  manuscript c o l l e c t i o n ,  some photographic 
m a t e r i a l  and a l i b r a r y  conta in ing  both gene ra l  h i s t o r i c a l  works on western 
Canada and a s e r i e s  of  s ca rce  and important  pe r iod ica l s  and p r i n t e d  
church r e p o r t s .  

D r .  T. C. B. Boon who had served a s  Arch iv i s t  s i n c e  1947 res igned i n  
1970, and a t  t h e  Synod of t h e  Province of Ruper t ' s  Land meeting a t  Regina 
on December 1, 2 and 3 ,  1970, John A. Bovey, P rov inc i a l  Arch iv i s t  of 
Manitoba, was appointed Arch iv i s t  of t he  E c c l e s i a s t i c a l  Province, and t h e  
Very Reverend D. J. Ca r t e r ,  Dean of Calgary, was designated Ass i s t an t  t o  
t h e  Arch iv i s t .  

ACADIENSIS 

Journal  of t h e  His tory  of  t h e  A t l a n t i c  Region 

Acadiensis  w i l l  be a s cho la r ly  journal  designed t o  f u r t h e r  t he  s tudy 
and recover t he  p a s t  of t h e  A t l a n t i c  Region, and w i l l  concent ra te  upon 
t h e  geographical  a r ea  roughly def ined  a s  "Old Acadia". The Journal  w i l l  
pub l i sh  a r t i c l e s  i n  Engl i sh  and French, and w i l l  be i s sued  b iannual ly  by 
t h e  Univers i ty  of New Brunswick. The f i r s t  number w i l l  appear i n  F a l l  1971. 

The Journal  hopes t o  run  a s e r i e s  o f  a r t i c l e s  on A t l a n t i c  Region 
a r c h i v a l  resources  and a r eg iona l  c h e c k l i s t  of  pub l i ca t ions .
